Summer Camp Visitors Policy — NO VISITORS! 

Due to safety and liability insurance requirements: Campers and staff SHOULD NOT INVITE VISITORS 
to come to camp for a visit with them. For situations deserving exceptions to this rule, PRIOR PERMISSION 
MUST be secured from that week’s coordinator. Parents or others wishing to confer with staff or camper should 
CALL for an appointment BEFORE leaving home. Visitors desiring to see any camper or member of the staff dur-
ing Summer Camp must first secure permission from the week’s coordinator. If permission is granted, they MUST 
stop by the office and receive a visitor’s pass to be worn at all times. Anyone not following these guidelines will be 
asked to leave the camp. 

ATTENTION PARENTS! 
The information asked for on the application is IMPORTANT, both for the well-being of your child and for camp 
records. We ask that YOU fill out the application, print legibly, and be sure to SIGN YOUR NAME in the space 
provided. (Your signature is a MUST for medical purposes and the application will not be accepted without it.) 

TELEPHONE MESSAGES: 
If you must talk to the Camp Coordinator or to your child, call 352-357-6316 and leave the number where you can 
be reached. We will give your message to the Coordinator and he will call you or have your child return your return 
your call (collect if long distance) as soon as possible. Since collect calls cannot be made to a cell phone, please 
make arrangements to be at a phone that collect calls can be accepted on. Please keep in mind that when you call, 
your child (and the coordinator) will be taking part in a planned activity and may not be able to return your call im-
mediately. Your patience is appreciated.
